Select students created mosaic tiles which encase the entire outside surface of the museum. The mosaic art of American Visionary Art Museum is now a Baltimore icon. Currently students from my art program gained service learning hours for their public service at the American Visionary Art Museum.

In 2011 I was asked to submit a portfolio / resume to Compass Speakers which composes a talent search for entertainment of cruise ships. I was picked on a national level to share my watercolor skills with passengers for Celebrity Cruises.
